No leaks

Hoses, clamps, pipes, fittings, seals, and 

gaskets for seepage and proper 

connection. Check for fuel odors.

Check under the vehicle for any visual leaks

Check operation of horn, windshield 

wiper/washer, console light, signals 

operation, hazard flasher, instruments, 

ROT WORK, 12 volt. 

Review optional equipment is installed

Check side mirrors are installed.

Check LTA : for proper function on roof 

road test, drive 10mph and make sudden 

fast 1/4 turns until audible alarm is heard 

on both sides.  Be prudent for any traffic.

Check engine start in park and neutral

Check operation of heater

Check automatic transmission 

performance/shifting

Torque all 12 wheel lug nuts to 70 ft lbs
